Council has compiled lists of addresses that 
have received bags as well as which have called in to arrange delivery if they weren’t home 
to accept the bags.  

The deadline to call for your undelivered bag is this Thursday, Dec. 17 at 12 p.m. noon. 
Unclaimed bags will then be redistributed.  

Residents of Cornwall are invited to pick up a bag – one per household/address – at the 
A’nowara’ko:wa Arena on Friday, Dec. 18 from 10 a.m. – 2 p.m. This will be first 
come/first serve as there are a limited number of bags.  

The committee would like to thank the community for their positive words and we hope 
that the bags will bring some benefit to your household. The holiday cards are provided in 
lieu of Council’s holidays dinners which were unfortunately cancelled this year due to the 
pandemic. Council looks forward to offering the dinners again in the future.
