Non-
native spouses of community members residing in Akwesasne, and
Akwesasronon/First Nations people residing in the City of Cornwall, are eligible to
receive the vaccine.

Community members who had vaccine appointments that had been previously booked,
these appointments will still occur. Please arrive on time for your appointment. If you
arrive early, please wait in your vehicle until staff inform you to enter the clinic.
